This beneficiary-related use of Trust lands is proposed at rents that are below fair market
value; the amount betwesn the established rent and fair market rent of 531,200 is 527,300 in year
one. Over the 30-year lease it is estimated that the uncompensated use of Trust land will be a
minirmm of $819,000.

The basis for this recommendation is explained in a memd dated Decermber 6, 2022, to the resource
management committee of the Alaska Mental Health Trust Authority, approval of which has been
recommended by the committee for approval by the full board.
